Naming suggestions in Greek for your clothing business 

 

As regards your request for an appropriate Greek word to serve as the name for your clothing 

business, I offer six suggestions below. The first three are structured around your suggested 

concept of ‘wealth’. I list the word (i) in Greek script with the first letter capitalised, (ii) in capital 

Greek script, (iii) translitterated into the English alphabet, (iv) translated into the English 

alphabet (via the Latin form), (v) translated into English; in (vi) prounciation of (iv) is indicated. I 

suggest that you choose between (iii) and (iv), as most people cannot read Greek script; I have 

underlined the form that seems to be most natural for English speakers.
